iIgM Positive/Equivocal specimens tested at IDPH lab, that are also rt-PCR Negative will be sent to the CDC for PRNT. If rt-PCR Positive, no further testing is
indicated. Specimens that test IgM Positive/Equivocal at commercial labs should be sent to the IDPH Chicago lab, who will forward to CDC for PRNT.

As of November 16, 2016, whole blood may be submitted for Zika testing. A serum must be submitted with other specimen types for all diagnostic testing.

NOTE: Serum is the preferred specimen because rt-PCR testing can be performed for Zika, Dengue, and Chikungunya viruses.

Samples for Zika rt-PCR performed at IDPH lab will also be run for Dengue and Chikungunya rt-PCR
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
