State Update
Dave Johnson gave an update of activities at the State. Irrigation wells in southern Illinois and the

problems with the center pivot crews installing pumps were discussed. The effects of oil exploration on
groundwater were discussed. Unlicensed contractors from Michigan were caught putting in irrigation
wells in Kankakee County by the local health department staff. The drafted rule changes regarding
sealing a well in a pit and the requirement for eliminating the pit was brought up by Jim Layten.
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New Business

Lee County is forcing a landowner to put in a new well when a well was already operational on the
property. The old well was not up to current code and Lee County is holding up the sales transaction. The
Board discussed the case and board members stated that various county health departments hold up
sales transactions for well issues. The Board discussed the lack of understanding of the new local health
protection grant rules by the local health departments. Stephenson County is allegedly sending out letters
requiring comprehensive inspections for all drillers whether they drill a well or not.
